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Cleaning & Maintenance & Storage:
Care
In general the ShowerGlyde can be cleaned using a mild conventional cleaning and
disinfecting agent. Simply wipe the chair with clean water and cloth, and then wipe
dry with a clean cloth. Do not use an abrasive scouring agent or cleaners that
contain aggressive solvents (acids, thinners).
Do not use stiff cleaning brushes, as these will damage the plastic surfaces or cause
deposits to build up on the plastic parts and other materials.
Keep the product clean and clean it in regular intervals. In the sensitive areas is

\ hygiene very important.
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* Do not oil or grease any parts

* Keep the moving parts free from scale, soap residue and hair by cleaning after use
in the shower.
